Down the History Lane

Thirty years ago this May, the Sunbeam Tiger Alpine Council (STAC) was founded.  With the encouragement of Ian Garrad, the dialog for STAC started among the various clubs in 1977.  There was some correspondence back and forth between clubs, with most clubs being in general agreement that anything that furthered our enjoyment of our cars had to be a good thing. The momentum picked up when it was realized there would be 5-6 clubs in attendance at Tigers United V in Redding, CA in May, 1978.  

As the current president of PTC, I was your representative at the formation.  Everyone was asked to come to the event with their ideas and suggestions.  As I remember, we started the discussion about 3 PM in one of the hotel rooms and it continued until about midnight, with the only breaks being to bring in more food or beverages.  Judy was not a happy camper, and I heard about this day/night for some time afterwards.  We had spent two days driving the Tiger to this event with a couple hours on the second day in the heat of inland northern California on the side of the road.  In a fluke occurrence, two of the bolts fastening the drive shaft to the differential had disappeared and the other two were very loose resulting in severe vibration.  We had everything out of the trunk on the side of the road, the car supported on the jack (scary enough) and me trying to fix the problem thru the fuel pump door with a selection of tiny fasteners that were in my toolbox. Then I watched as another Tiger owner drove by and honked without stopping, but that is a story for another time.  At any rate, Judy was ready for a vacation, not having me sitting in a smoke filled (and yes, many did still smoke back then) room for 9 hours.  

The result of this meeting was the establishment of a set of bylaws for STAC.  I was elected Secretary of STAC, and it was my job to formalize the bylaws and solicit participation/membership by all the various Sunbeam clubs.  “Article 2 Purposes” read as follows:

2.1 To facilitate the exchange and dissemination of information among member clubs.

2.2 To coordinate parts procurement to avoid duplication of efforts.  (Ed comment:  This might have been a bit of restraint of trade).

2.3 To coordinate information concerning parts sources and availability.

2.4 To assist in coordinating the activities of member clubs. (Perhaps another restraint of trade)

The following clubs signed the original agreement: TE/AE, PTC, CAT, STOA, & CATS (Canadian Association of Tigers).  After I had sent the original signing documents to the various clubs, all but CATS returned the documents.  In addition to the other four, we had signed documents from Sunbeam Car Club in Ossing, NY and CATO (Colorado Association of Tiger Owners), for a starting group of 6 clubs.  My file shows I sent a letter to all the other clubs in September of 1978 indicating that 6 clubs have signed on, and looking for the other club’s participation.  
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I don’t remember all the details, but we never did incorporate STAC or receive any dues from the participating clubs.  STAC just never took off.  So the next time you hear some one say that we ought to organize all the various clubs, look out.  It seems that the local clubs do a pretty good job of serving their membership as it is.  

The file with this information was in a briefcase that I have moved at least twice, but never opened during the moves.  Perhaps it is time to clean out the rest of the files.
